Cabinets and Paraments to be Dedicated to God’s Glory at Mt. Joy
Sunday, June 28. The biggest compliment we have had is that, although strikingly beautiful and skillfully crafted, the cabinets look ‘as if they have always been there.’ Constructed by craftsman Leonard Bowers, the nutmeg-stained oak cabinets with their raised panel doors highlighted with crosses, span the back of the sanctuary. The two sections on either side are topped with additional storage cabinets.  The cabinetry in front of the two windows fits below the window sill preserving the beauty of our windows.  Leonard has installed a combination of adjustable shelving, full extension pull-outs, drawers and two full-length mirrors with hooks on the inside of the doors. They provide storage for choir and acolyte gowns, Christmas costumes and props, candles, paraments, music, the Advent candle, angels, candelabra, communion supplies, flower vases and boxes for transporting flowers and other Altar Guild supplies with some room for more items.  A highlight of the cabinetry is a glass topped display case for our Memorial Book which allows access for examining the donations generously given to Mt Joy Church. 
The cabinets were funded through the generosity of Leonard Bowers and through memorial monies, names to be listed in the church bulletin on June 28.

The green Castle Craft paraments are given in memory of Mary Waybright through the generosity of Reginald Dunkinson. The altar superfrontal, pulpit and lectern hangings, and pastor’s stole  are beautifully crafted of green rayon Tudor Rose fabric, intricately embroidered with intertwining vines and leaves, accented with lush grapes and golden wheat, centered on a gold trefoil cross. It is a design that beautifully reflects our rural home. The altar superfrontal also features a central IHS, monogram for the Greek, Iesous Christos, Jesus Christ. Communion linens and fair linens are also being donated and dedicated.

BEING WELCOMING IN MISSION CONGREGATIONS


Dealing with a new visitor is crucial. 





If your main goal is to have this newcomer return on a regular basis, you must be aware of and deal with a number of common pitfalls: 





 • As territorial creatures, we are very particular about where we sit. If you arrive at worship to find a visitor in the seat you’ve been occupying every Sunday since 1972, please don’t give the occupant an unpleasant look or say things under your breath.





• Visitors are uncomfortable if they cannot find a seat near the back of the sanctuary. If they must sit near the front and cannot see what they should be doing, they have no one to follow and will probably not return to your church. If you sit in the rear, consider moving several pews toward the front, so that there is comfortable space 


for visitor seating.





• Jargon in your vocabulary can be intimidating. Some people new to worship may not know what certain words (such as “narthex”) mean.





• Be helpful to those next to you. If you notice that someone has lost his or her place while trying to follow the service, quietly indicate the right page.
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
